
Your heat could be shut off this winter, 
 unless you take these steps to protect yourself.  

 

1. Contact your natural gas or electric utility provider now and set up a Cold 
Weather Rule payment plan in effect for October 15-April 15.  

• If your household income IS AT OR BELOW 50% of the state median income,  
you are not required to pay more than 10%  of your monthly income. 

• If your household income IS MORE THAN 50% of the state median income,  
you may still be able to set up a payment plan with your utility. 
 

2. Keep your payment plan up-to-date with your utility provider.  
• If you find you can’t make a payment to your plan, call your utility provider 

IMMEDIATELY to make a new CWR payment plan.
